Helen and
Unni come a day or two a week, totally we continue to equal sth like 2 % man-labour year. In
addition we have four others who come regularly to do certain tasks at the base

e (Ca 20 are on our Ministry team, plus ca 10 others who come to help with practical things. They
come when we run the courses, retreats and PAs.

Finance

e  Most of the staff is working on a non paid basis. Two persons receive a salary and it is very
expensive for us to meet the Norwegian standard of a minimum wage. Still we were able to
increase their part time payment and salary, praise the Lord!

e It has been a year of increase of selling the teaching from the courses.

o Donations have increased above all expectations! Compared to last year the donations have
almost doubled! (190.000 NOK) For us this is a confirmation - that the Lord has met with people
and really blessed them through the courses, retreats and personal appointments. It is also a
confirmation of the Lord’s words to us:

“What the Lord has planted He will cover.”
